Therefore, it is an pa77hon to perform an unnecessary Naxon
on Tymndin. The 9 however, learns that (an unnecessary)
nanon on Tynnbin is an xaxhon. The qovliva quotes the
qovpm who brings down the y'an that says anws can be
made: any noxon that isnot a Taxnhat and is not Tymnlnyd is
an W Thon. But unless these two conditions are met, it is
an yav1hon. In any case, al muw agree that unlessananonis
7ymnlmyy, and is either a 1axnlhaT, or aoaslhmy, or being
done by a person who without the wages paid for the naxon will
not have what to eat, the noxon is ox to be performed.

One who wasnhes his hands for fruit is called arrogant (it is
necessary to wash without ansna for fruit or vegetables that

were dipped into liquid). The x"n7 notes that one is only called
arrogant if he washes for fruit apnhmna.
