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Any city that was walled during the time of ylallwnm, whether
in Snwlkax or in 5", reads the N9 on 7 7r0v, even if it is not
walled today. The nmalhywn notes that although one would
think that the n55n should be walled cities from the time of
UNMWNN, it is counted from ywhn because of Sxawkwlinao.

All other cities read the n9»n on YN,

A city in which thereisapasv asto whether it had awall from
the time of yallwn (such as nonav writes the nvalhvn)
reads N> on 1 and Yo, with ansna said only on . Thecity
also has a nmyo and omwaxshnnn on both days. The nasnlihnoa
quotes the wTnlI19 who writes that manlinwown is only done on 1
in such acity, like ooynlh (presumably because the ay of
mnlthown is mTnx, and therefore we follow whatever Sxaelhn
does) The oomnlis isphin and says that mamnliwown hasthe
same 71 as noanthnop, oavaxshnnn, and anmyo.

A y7lhra cannot undo the mpn of a previous y1li»a unlessit was
greater panalhnona.

In yvw itself, the n5»n isread on yo because although ywvw was
not walled from the time of ywlallwnm, sinceit isthe city in
which the vy happened, n>»n» isread on that day.

Cities and villages within a > (around a thousand meters)
of awalled city and that can be seen from the walled city (i.e, a



regular seeing, not from rooftops) read the n>»n on yo. Cities
next to apoo walled city read the n»n only on - writesthe
naonlhwoa. The wnlinn disagrees, and writes that the city next
to the poo walled city does like the pao walled city, 1., it reads
the n5»n on 7 with ans9a and on yo without.
