It isforbidden to take soil for the purpose of cleaning one's self after the
bathroom, asit isineffective. It is forbidden to use pottery, even during
theweek, asit is dangerous.

If one suffersfrom congtipation, it is permissible to manipulate the rectd
opening on naw but one must do it differently than he would during the
week to ensure that no hairs are pulled off (which isforbidden because
of vw).

One should not relieve himsalf in afreshly plowed field as he might
come to clean himself with a stone and then place the stone into the
plowed part which isforbidden to do on naw because of n»a. If the field
belongs to someone else, he should not enter the field even during the
week, as he might tread upon his plowed field and ruin it.

A stone upon which grass has grown, whileit isforbidden to purposaly
